Eastham combines an in-depth understanding of current culture, an eclectic knowledge of trivia, and a sense
of humor to explain the mysterious world of teenage dating. Written from a Christian perspective, Eastham
utilizes personal experience, rea-life questions posed by teens, and some captivating illustrations to present
both myths and truths about love relationships.

Although he makes a great case for each of the points he presents throughout his book, Eastham actually
invites his readers to believe his book is stupid.
